The Economic Activity of Forest Corrective Lahor
Camps from Mid-1937 to Mid-1941

Abstract. During the implementation of the first
Five-Year Plans in the USSR, increasing demands for tim-
ber harvesting, transportation, and wood product man-
ufacturing necessitated the development of new forest
areas and the construction of enterprises, including in
the northern and eastern regions of the country, where
labor resources were scarce. The repressive policies of the
Soviet leadership had significant economic consequenc-
es. In the forestry sector, the role of labor performed by
prisoners in corrective labor camps became increasingly
prominent. This article examines the economic activi-
ties of the forest camps of the GULAG system under the
NKVD of the USSR from mid-1937 — the onset of mass
repressions — to mid-1941. Following the transfer of for-
est trusts and construction projects from party and state
bodies to the jurisdiction of the People’s Commissariat of
Forestry (Narcomles), which was subsequently subordi-
nated to the NKVD, there was a substantial increase in the
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number of camps. These camps became primarily respon-
sible for timber harvesting and mechanical processing, as
well as for the construction of forestry enterprises. An
institutionalization of the management of forest indus-
try operations within the NKVD system took place. The
volume of harvested and transported timber increased,
as did the share of labor camps in this sector nationwide.
Prisoners constructed major enterprises for deep wood
processing, the output of which was primarily directed
toward the defense industry. The article concludes that
despite numerous challenges and errors, the activities of
corrective labor camps contributed to the frontier-driven
modernization of the northern and eastern regions of the
USSR. After the completion of industrial construction, the
NKVD continued to influence the People’s Commissari-
ats of the forest, pulp, and paper industries, particularly
in terms of raw material supply and labor provision.
