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Abstract. This article analyzes the causes and mech-
anisms underlying the reorientation of the Russian Em-
pire’s economic expansion in Inner Asia in the early
twentieth century from the Manchurian direction toward
Mongolia. The relevance of the study lies in the need for a
comprehensive examination of the factors that shaped the
empire’s foreign economic policy in a region that remained
a zone of geopolitical rivalry among great powers. The
study demonstrates that, by concentrating its efforts on
Manchuria, Russia had achieved significant economic suc-
cess by the outbreak of the Russo-Japanese War. Mongolia,
by contrast, remained a sphere of private initiative dom-
inated by Siberian merchants, who were at a disadvan-
tage compared to Chinese businesses supported by local
administration. Russia’s defeat in the war with Japan and
the subsequent loss of southern Manchuria, along with the
intensification of Chinese colonization of Mongolia (in-
cluding the establishment of a Ministry of Colonies, road
construction, and military presence), created the threat of
the complete displacement of Russian trade. The economic
upturn in Russia beginning in 1909 sharply increased the
demand of domestic industry for Mongolian raw materi-
als (wool, hides, livestock). Taking advantage of China’s
weakening following the Xinhai Revolution of 1911, the
Russian government adopted a more active policy, secur-
ing diplomatic support from Japan and France for the in-
clusion of Mongpolia within its sphere of influence. In the
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autumn of 1912, an agreement was concluded recognizing
Mongolia’s autonomy and granting Russian entrepreneurs
most-favored-nation status. The article concludes that the
“Mongolian turn” resulted from a combination of Russia’s
foreign policy losses in Manchuria, the intensification of
Chinese colonization threatening Russian interests, and
the growing demand of the domestic economy for Mon-
golian resources. The consolidation of economic influence
was achieved through imperial diplomacy and by exploit-
ing favorable domestic political conditions in China.
